Lot Information 
 
The site for the proposed FedEx Ground facility is 7.15 acres of an unplatted lot located in Part of 
Future Schumann Business Park 2nd, Olmsted County, Stewartville, Minnesota.  Access to the 
site is proposed to be off a future unnamed road which will be connected to existing Schumann 
Drive. 
 
The site is zoned M-1 Light Manufacturing, a copy of the M-1 section of the Stewartville Zoning 
Code is attached as Exhibit A.  The land to the west of the site is zone Residential which will 
require buffering/screening along the west property line. The land on all other side of the site are 
zoned M-1 as well. The current Stewartville Zoning Map is attached as Exhibit B. General 
Requirements regarding building design, buffering/screening, signage, fencing, landscaping, etc. 
will be required per Section 1300 of the Stewartville Zoning Ordinance. 
 
The property is currently unplatted; however a Certificate of Survey has been completed on the 
proposed lot and is included in Section 4 of this report. The lot that will be utilized for the FedEx 
site is 7.15 acres. The site is located in Omsted County and in Stewartville city limits. 
 
David Strauss of the Yaggy Colby is the City Engineer Consultant regarding the stormwater 
detention requirements. Mr. Strauss indicated that there are regional detention ponds in the area to 
handle stromwater but that water from the proposed site cannot negatively impact the adjoining 
parcels. Site drainage can be done by sheet draining to a point where discharge from the site 
would be to a structure as part of the business park storm sewer system. A catch basin may be 
required at the entrance drive to prevent water from discharging in to the street before entering 
the storm sewer system. Final stormwater design will be reviewed by Yaggy Colby as part of the 
site plan approval process. A NPDES permit application must be submitted to the Minnesota 
Pollution Control Agency prior to the start of construction and is attached as Exhibit C.

A topographic survey is included in Section 6 of this report.  An ALTA survey will be furnished 
once the Title Report is complete. 
 
A Geotechnical Investigation is included in Section 7 of this report.  
 
A Phase I Environmental Site Assessment is included in Section 8 of the report.

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Permitting 
 

The site falls under Stewartville and Olmsted County permitting and review. A Commercial 
Building Permit will be required for the project and is issued by the Olmsted County Building 
Department. All building related review and approvals must be in place prior to building permit 
being issued.  A Site Plan review application is required to be submitted to the City of 
Stewartville prior to the building plans being reviewed by Olmsted County. Estimated total 
review time for permitting is 30 – 45 days. A copy of the Permit Application and the Fee 
Schedule is included in Section 9 of this report. 
 
As mentioned above, a NPDES permit must also be filed with the Minnesota Pollution Control 
Agency prior to construction.

New water service lateral will be stubbed to the property as part of the Schumann Business Park 
development. The approximate location of the lateral to serve the FedEx parcel is shown on the 
Topographic Survey.
